PARADE INSTRUCTIONS

All entry form must be received no later than Noon, February 23, 2010 to confirm your entry into

the parade. This allows us to plan the line-up.

Please - be sure you have filled out a description of your entry for the announcer to read during the
parade.

Parade registration will open at 7:00 am on February 27, 2010 at Central Lutheran Church at the
corner of Sunland Gin and Battaglia in Arizona City. Go to the registration booth to receive your

line-up instructions.

Line up time will start at 8:00 am. Parade will start at 9:00 am. PLEASE BE ON TIME!

The parade route begins at the Central Lutheran Church and proceeds south on Sunland Gin to
Century (Sheriff's substation).

PARADE JUDGING: Judging will take place during the parade. The judging area will be well
marked. The winners will be announced from the stage area in front of the Sheriff's substation at
approximately 2 pm.

Performance time in the parade is limited to one (1) minute and must be performed in front of the
judges stand.

Parade entrants must not be under the influence, or consume any alcoholic beverages at any time
during the parade.

The parade committee reserves the right to deny or remove an entry at any time.

If judging category on sign up form is not filled in, you will not be judged.

JUDGING CATEGORIES

COMMERCIAL: Any entry used to advertise a business.

MARCHING: Any entry for any music group, drill team, ot youth group.

COMIC: Clown or any other type of humorous entry.

CIVIC: Any form of entry sponsored by a non-profit civic group.

EQUESTRIAN: Riders under 16 years of age are required to be accompanied by an adult at all times in

the line up area and on the parade route.

ANTIQUE OR CLASSIC VEHICLE: Any car, truck, tractor or military vehicle at least 25 years old.

YOUTH: Any youth riding on a float or vehicle (bike, truck, wagon)

GOVERNMENT: Any government office or agency.

STATE OR PROVINCE: Any entry representing another State or Canadian Province.

GRAND CHAMPION: 2 Awards - One youth, one adult.

FLOATS: All floats.

MOTORCYCLE: All types and years.
